I. The Genera.I Division Local Rules of Court may be temporarily adapted to 

aUow Cou:t flexibility, withio C-Onstitutional limits, in response to the public emergency. 

2. The publjc heallh emergency may be considered to be a finding of good cause 

for continuances deemed necessary by the Judge on a case-by-case basis. 

3. All prctrials (and status oonfereuce in domestic ca.;c:;) shall be conducted by 

lelcphonc. 



4. ~yone currently on probation or pretri.al release shall report to Che Probation 

Departmerit by telephone, 

5. 'All appearances for Court arc limited to the Plaintiff, Defendant, Anoroeys. 
' ' victims and witnesses for the case. Jf yoo do not have business with the Court, you will 

not be pennluod in the Common Pleas Court, General DivisioJl➔ 

6. 'Jury Trials are suspended unless there is a right to a speedy rrial issue. 

7. 'Grand Jury session is stLspended. 

8. The Court will have the lawful authority, within constitutional limits, to do and 

direct to be done all things nece.ssary to eosure the orderly and efficient administration of 

justice for tbc duration of the declared public health emergency.
