motion, the following Temporary Emergency Order is hereby adopted effective
immediately:

It is necessary, by virtue of extraordinary circumstances relating to the declared
public health emergency, and in order to facilitate appropriate social distancing, for the
Court to convene for the purpose of jury selection and jury trials at a remote location.
Said locations will be used in conjunction with the Stark County Courthouse and
specifically designated courtrooms.

This Order shall continue as a Temporary Emergency Order, for the duration of

the declared public health emergency, and until rescinded or modifie is Court.
